Eligibility: All Judoka with a valid pass and higher than 8th Kyu, furthermore whose Judo 
Club is a member of the German Judo Federation (DJB) or is affiliated European Judio Union 
(EJU) / International Judo Federation (IJF). All matches will be conducted using the current 
contest rules for Judo as stipulated by the DJB. There is no IJF/EJU license needed. 

 
Weight categories:  Below 18 (male) -43  -46  -50  -55  -60  -66  -73  -81  -90  +90kg 

Men                  -60  -66  -73  -81  -90              -100 +100kg 
Below 18 (female) -40  -44  -48  -52  -57  -63  -70  -78  +78kg 
Women           -48  -52  -57  -63  -70  -78  +78kg 
 
In case of lower number of competitors will enable the Tournament Director to be able to 
combine categories in a fair way. If necessary (e.g. few competitors), weight categories will be 
combined in a fair way. 
Weigh-in for travellers possible at evening before from 7 p.m. – 8 p.m. CET (1kg tolerance).
