10. TEAM TOURNAMENT (MEN)

The Team Tournament shall be conducted separately for the Veterans’ Division and
the Amateurs’ Division.

a) only competitors participating in the Individual Tournament of IV Judo Masters Cup Gliwice
are entitled to compete in the Team Tournament.

b) Team composition:
* Minimum number of competitors: 4 (one per weight category)
* Maximum number of competitors: 6



* A maximum of one competitor from another club is permitted per team
Weight categories (no age division): -73 kg, -81 kg, -90 kg, +90 kg

Competitors shall fight in the weight category in which they were registered and weighed-
in for the Individual Tournament or in a higher category.

Each team must field one competitor in each weight category per match. Exception applies
in case of injury sustained in a previous team bout.

Amateur athletes may compete in the Veterans’ Team Tournament (maximum two per
team). Veteran athletes are not eligible to participate in the Amateurs’ Team Tournament.

11. AWARDS

a) Individual Tournament: IV JUDO MASTERS CUP GLIWICE:
- Places 1-3: medals, diplomas and sponsor gifts
- All other competitors: diplomas.

b) Team Tournament IV JUDO MASTERS CUP GLIWICE:
- Places 1-3: cups and diplomas for teams, medals for athletes.
- Other teams: diplomas.

12. EQUIPMENT AND UNIFORMS

An |JF-certified judogi is not required.

Blue judogi is not mandatory.

In the absence of a blue judogi, competitors shall wear a white judogi with an additional red
belt. Back numbers are not required.

All competitors are required to submit a signed declaration form during registration and
accreditation.

All competitors participate entirely at their own risk. The Organizer bears no responsibility for any
injuries, accidents, health damage or property loss occurring before, during or after the event.
